Homework must be done on loose leaf paper, not pulled out of a notebook, unless 


otherwise directed.

Assignments that lack a full heading, including a full name or are messy: will be returned to student to be redone.

All homework may not be collected, but all will be graded.


Daily homework is due the next day for full credit, unless a note from a parent 



explaining the nature of the problem is brought to class.


One Homework Late Pass is allowed per month. Homework must still be done to 


receive a grade. Homework over one day late receives NO CREDIT, meaning a 


ZERO for a grade. This can have a big impact on your average.
ABSENCES


Homework missed is due upon return to class. (I am flexible; when you are sick, you 


are sick.)


Make up for missed tests and large quizzes must be made up before or after school 


within one week. Generally, there are no make ups required for small missed 


quizzes.

Student is responsible for checking with the teacher and the special hanging folder for missed handouts and assignments. All students are responsible for getting missed notes.
