Behavior
1. Respect

· For others: be aware of feelings, actions and comments

· For adults: stop and greet all adults in the hallway or any other place in the school

· For your or others’ belongings: take care of your books, materials that teachers lend you to use, and the desk and chair used throughout the school year
· Keep your hands and feet to yourself

· When an adult or peer is speaking in class, please listen quietly

2. Entering the Classroom

· Before entering the room, please wait in a line outside the classroom until all students in the previous class have left
· Then, enter quietly and orderly

· Sit and get ready for class at your assigned seat

· Take out supplies you need and then place the rest on the floor under your seat

· Be prepared: have text (covered), notebook, supplies, and assignments with you. Constant lack of preparedness is not acceptable.

3. Dismissal of Class

· After the bell rings, I will instruct you when to stand up, push in your chair, and pick up anything on the floor around you.
· Walk quietly and orderly out of class to your next class
Expectations
1. Be prepared 

· The student must have his or her textbook, notebook, and completed assignments, pencil and red pen with him or her every day.  (If a student forgets homework in his or her homeroom, then it will be considered late.)

2. Be neat

· Legible handwriting (cursive for word problems)

· Only loose leaf paper is to be used for assignments unless otherwise instructed
· Erase mistakes carefully, no scribbling
· Use the uniform heading on all assignments

· Organize work neatly 

· Books must always be covered

· Spelling correctly when writing is important, especially when copying word problems. (Carelessness when copying and spelling may count against a grade.)
· All work is done in pencil whether it is homework or classwork

· Red pen is only needed in the beginning of class when correcting and checking homework

3. Passing around papers:

· Pass forward or back, as directed by the teacher
· Do not leave your seat unless you are asked to do so 
4. Participation

· I expect the student to answer to the best of his or her ability in class when asked a question
· Any student may ask questions when needed

Homework

     All work must contain a full uniform heading:
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     Homework must be done in pencil on loose leaf paper, not pulled out of a notebook, unless otherwise directed.  Again, pen should be available only to check and correct work.
     Assignments that lack heading, full name, are messy, or written in ink will be returned to the student to be redone.
     All homework will be collected to check for understanding.  If the student does all the problems and shows his or her work for the problems, then he or she will receive full credit (100%) for that given assignment.  Some homework assignments will be graded randomly.

     Unless otherwise indicated, daily homework is due the next day for full credit.  If a homework assignment is not completed, then the student should have a note from a parent/guardian explaining the nature of the problem.  Late or incomplete homework begins at a 90% and every day after that 10 points will be deducted.  
     Students are able to earn Homework Late Passes.  In order to earn one, students must complete every homework assignment in one month.  When a Homework Late Pass is earned, it is good for that next month.  When using the pass, homework must still be done to receive a grade and should be handed in the next day in order for the assignment to be graded at full credit.  If not completed that next day, then the homework will be considered late. But if the homework pass is not used during the month and all homework was completed during that month, then it will be an added bonus into the homework grade.  In order to use the homework pass or receive the additional bonus, the student must have the homework pass in his or her possession. 
Absences

     Homework missed is due upon return to class. (I am flexible when you are sick)

     Make up for missed tests and quizzes must be arranged before or after school within one week.  Please speak with the teacher to schedule a time.

     The student is responsible for any missed handouts, notes, and assignments.  The student should first check the appropriate folder for missed work and then talk to the teacher after class or at the end of the day with any further questions.  All students are responsible for getting missed notes from another student.
Grading
· Grades are a combination of :
1) Participation (effort in class, coming prepared, class work, and having good 
behavior) – 35% of grade

      2) Tests and quizzes – 35% of grade

      3) Homework – 30% of grade
